GENERAL SAFETY INFORMATION

1.

Make sure that the electric service supply
voltage is AC 120V, 60Hz.

. To avoid possible electric shock, turn off the

electricity at the main fuse box or circuit panel
before you begin the fan installation or before
servicing the fan or installing accessories.

Use this unit only in the manner intended by the
manufacturer. If you have questions, contact the
manufacturer.

Make sure all electrical connections comply with
local codes or ordinances as well as the National
Electrical Code. If you are unfamiliar with electric
wiring, please use a qualified and licensed
electrician.

Make sure you have a location selected for your
fan which allows clear space for the blades to
rotate, and at least seven (7) feet of clearance
between the floor and the fan blade tips.

Protect the power cord from sharp edges, oil,
grease, hot surfaces, chemicals or other objects.

Do not kink the power cord.

. Before servicing or cleaning unit, switch power

off at service panel and lock the service
disconnecting means to prevent power from
being switched on accidentally. When the
service disconnecting means cannot be locked,
securely fasten a prominent warming device,
such as a tag, to the service panel.

Do not use water or detergents when cleaning
the fan or fan blades. A dry dust cloth or lightly
dampened cloth will be suitable for most
cleaning.

WARNING

TO REDUCE THE RISK OF FIRE, ELECTRIC
SHOCK, OR INJURY TO PERSONS, OBSERVE THE
FOLLOWING:

1. The outlet box and ceiling support joist used
must be securely mounted, and capable of
supporting at least 35 pounds. To reduce the
risk of fire, electric shock, or personal injury, Use
only UL-listed outlet boxes marked "Acceptable
for Fan Support of 35 Ibs.

2. To reduce the risk of personal injury use only
approved hanging brackets and screws supplied
with the outlet box for mounting to the outlet
box.

3. After installation is complete, check that all
connections are absolutely secure.

4. To reduce the risk of personal injury, do not
bend the blade brackets when installing the
brackets, balancing the blades, or cleaning the
fan. Do not insert foreign objects in between
rotating fan blades.

5. When cutting or drilling into the wall or ceiling,
do not damage electrical wiring and other
hidden utilities.

6. Do not attempt to control the operation of the
fan (or an optional light kit) from any control that
is not approved by Delta for use with its fans.
The use of any unapproved control voids the
fan's warranty.

7. Use only with light kits marked Suitable for use
in wet locations.
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MOUNTING OPTIONS

Disconnect the power by removing fuses or turning
off circuit breakers.

CAUTION

TO AVOID POSSIBLE ELECTRICAL SHOCK,

. If there is an existing outlet box, ensure it is clearly

marked "Suitable for Fan Support". If it is not so
marked, it must be replaced with an approved one.

Secure the outlet box (or make sure the existing
box is secured) directly to the building structure.
Use appropriate fasteners and building materials.

Fig. 1, 2 and 3 are examples of different ways

to mount the outlet box in different situations. A
longer down-rod may be required in sloped ceiling
situations to maintain proper blade clearance.

To hang the fan in locations where no ceiling joist
is available, a hanger support bar may be required
(Fig. 4). Use approved hanger support bars and
outlet boxes. (Packaging doesn’t include hanger
support bars)

Before attaching hanger bracket to outlet box,
ensure the outlet box is securely fastened by at
least two points to a structural ceiling member (a
loose box will cause the fan to wobble). Remove
the two outlet box screws provided with the box,
aligning the holes of the mounting bracket with the
holes of the outlet box. Reinstall the 2 outlet box
screws securely. (Fig. 5)

WARNING

To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or

'Acceptable for Fan Support of 15.9 kg (35 Ibs.)

2. (Fig. 7) Install down-rod into motor housing v
coupling, alighing the holes and install set pin and ’_é_‘
safety lock clip. Insert set pin through coupling
and down-rod until point appears on the other 2
side, and insert safety lock clip on set pin. Pull the
down-rod up tight against the set pin, and then
evenly tighten the down-rod set screws on motor
coupling. Place coupling cover on motor assembly.

3. Lift the fan motor without the blades and place
into the hanger bracket, rotating the ball until the
groove engages the tab on the hanger bracket.
This locks the ball mount and fan motor, preventing
fan rotation during operation. (Fig. 8)

REMEMBER - Power should remain off!

Connect the fan supply (black) wire to the black
household wire. (Fig. 9)

Connect the fan neutral (white) wire to the white
household wire. (Fig. 9)

Connect the fan ground wire (green) to the
household ground wire.(Fig. 9)

After connecting the wires, spread them apart so
that the green and white wires are on one side of
the outlet box and the black wires are on the other
side. Turn the connecting nuts upward and push
the wiring into the outlet box.(Fig. 10)

Make sure the wiring is safely inside the outlet box
as instructed in Electrical Connections.

To install the ceiling canopy, loosen the 2 screws
from the hanger bracket without fully removing
them. Slide the ceiling canopy up to the hanger
bracket through the large hole side and rotate the
ceiling canopy so the 2 screws move into the small
opening of the key-slot. Secure by tightening the
two set screws. (Fig.11)

Securely attach and tighten the canopy cover over
the screws in the hanger bracket, utilizing the
key-slot twist-lock feature. (Fig.12)

Note: Do not attempt to test the connections or
the fan by turning the power on without installing
the blades and light kit and pairing the remote.

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COMPLETING THE INSTALLATION

Note: Remove the eight rubber packing mounts
from the fan motor assembly and discard prior
to attaching the blade arms.

4. Blade installation (Fig. 13), attach the fan blades
to the blade holders by using three blade screws.
Tighten screws securely. Repeat this step for the
remaining blades.

Note: Make sure the side with a mark
“This side up” is installed upward.

5. Loosen 2 of the preassembled screws and remove
1 from the plate on the motor. Save this screw
for later use. Align the keyhole slots on the light
kit plate with the preassembled screws on the
motor plate. Twist clockwise untill it locks. Reinstall
the screw that was removed. Tighten all screws
securely. (Fig.14)

6. Remove the three LED module screws on the light
kit plate. Save screw for later use. Connect brown
wire from fan to brown wire from LED module
and then connect blue wire from fan to blue wire
from LED module. Align the hole slots on the light
kit plate with the hole slots on the LED module.
Reinstall the screw that was removed. Tighten all
screws securely. (Fig.15)

WARNING: Shut off the power supply before
removing or replacing light kit.

7. Raise the glass shade up against light kit and make
sure to align the notches on the glass with the
notches on the light kit plate. Secure it to the fan
by turning clockwise until snug. (Fig.16)

WARNING: Do not overtighten.

NOTE:

Total wattage consumed by the light kit is 20W and
this fan is equipped with a wattage limiting device.

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OPERATING YOUR REMOTE CONTROL AND FAN

INSTALLING THE BATTERIES (Fig.17)

1. Remove the battery cover by pushing on the arrow
direction and sliding the cover off.

2. Install two 1.5V AAA batteries (included).
3. Replace the battery cover on the remote control.

NOTE: The battery will weaken with age and should
be replaced before corrosion takes place as this will
damage the remote control. Dispose of the used
battery properly and keep the battery out of the reach
of children.

LEARNING PROCESS

To use the remote control unit with your new fan, you

must follow the steps below:

1. Turn the main power source off to begin the
learning process.

2. Return the power to the unit.

3. Within 10 seconds of turning the fan's AC power
ON, Press and hold the learning button for 5
seconds to enter the learning function.

4. Once the receiver has detected the set frequency,
the light kit of your fan, will blink.

NOTE: The remote control can learn multiple receivers.
Make sure no other receivers are operating during the
learning process.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

1.

Periodically check the tightness of all screws securing the blades to the blade arm attachment points. A
clicking or a rattling noise is a sure indication of loosening screws. Since screws will invariably work loose
over time, at least once a yeatr, tighten all the screws attaching blades to blade arms. Do not bend the
blades and blade arms when cleaning or servicing the fan.

. If a light kit is attached to the fan, likewise check that all screws attaching glass to metal fitters are finger

tight. Do not use a screwdriver or pliers to tighten glass screws.

Never use solvents, thinner or harsh chemicals when cleaning the fan. Use a lint-free cloth with clean
water to clean blades.

You will never need to oil or lubricate your fan. Its permanently sealed bearings will provide trouble free,
silent operation for many years.

If repairs or servicing are ever required, to avoid possible electric shock, turn off the electricity at the
main fuse or circuit panel before you begin.

Do not allow water to enter the motor.

Do not immerse metal parts in water.
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PROBLEM ‘ CORRECTIVE ACTION

The fan will not start 1. Check that the electricity has been turned on at the circuit breaker which
had probably been turned off during installation.

2. Turn off the electricity. Check all connections in the wiring of the fan at
the ceiling and make sure it follows the wiring instructions outlined in this
manual.

The fan is noisy 1. Tighten all screws attaching blades to blade arms. Remember to tighten
these screws at least once a year because they may loosen slowly over
time and cause a clicking noise.

2. Turn off the power. Loosen the canopy and check that the wiring and/or
wire nut connectors are not resting against the canopy, possibly vibrating
while the fan is on.

3. Use of a standard light rheostat or an unapproved fan wall control to
control the fan speed will always cause an annoying "hum". Many fan
motors do not work quietly with solid state variable speed controls.

4. Check that the rubber gasket on the mounting bracket has been installed
if called for in the installation instructions.

5. Check that the canopy is not touching the ceiling.

6. Check that all screws on the motor housing and the bottom housing are
tight.

Note: Always allow a day or two "run-in" time for any new fan at medium or
high speed. When attempting to diagnose noise, listen carefully from
several sides to try and isolate the location of the noise (blade, upper
end, motor, light kit, etc.)

The fan turns, 1. The fan may be running in reverse.
but does not move
much air 2. The distance from the ceiling to the blades may be too small. For down-

rod fans, optimal placement would be 8-9 feet from the floor.
3. The room may contain items which obstruct the air flow.

4. The fan may be too small for the size of the room.

The fan wobbles 1. Make certain all blades are tightly attached to each blades' respective
blade arm.

2. Make certain that the hanger ball is locked into the hanger bracket tab by
turning the housing to see if there is any movement.

Note: A small amount of wobble is considered acceptable and should not be
considered a defect.
